
    AGREEMENT OF SALE


This constitutes as a receipt of sale between Tutu’s Tiny Tots, LLC (hereafter referred to as Seller), and _(NAME OF BUYER) _ ________________________(hereafter referred to as Buyer), who resides at ___(HOME ADDRESS OF BUYER)________________

Deposit: If the Buyer wants to place a hold on a particular pup, 50% of the total purchase price is required. If the buyer decides not to go through with the purchase, he/she may use the deposit towards another puppy within 6 months of the date of the decision change or may choose to forfeit 50% of the deposited amount. If something happens to the pup before buyer takes possession, he/she will be offered a choice of placing the deposit on another pup or a total refund of deposited funds. 

Payment/Shipping: Buyer agrees to pay the amount of $XXX.XX w/o papers or $XXXX.XX with AKC papers. If shipping is required, the buyer is also responsible for cost of airline approved carrier ($XX) and Aloha Air Cargo ($XX to neighbor islands), unless free shipping is offered.  Shipping to locations outside of the Hawaiian Islands can be done and cost will be quoted depending on air carrier and destination.

Health: Seller makes no implicit guarantee as to the future health of the puppy except as noted below. All our puppies are seen by a state-licensed veterinarian and medical notes are included in the Health Record provided by the vet. All necessary vaccinations and worming for the puppy’s age have been given. The puppy is guaranteed against the following pre-existing conditions: Distemper, Adenovirus Cough, Hepatitis, Para influenza, Hernias, Heart Murmur, External Parasites, Hydrocephalus and Parvovirus for ten (10) days after arrival at Buyer’s home or ninety (90) days if the puppy has had all its puppy shots. Due to Seller’s inability to control conditions once puppy leaves her possession, the guarantee is expressly conditioned upon Buyer obtaining a physical examination by a state-licensed veterinarian within seventy-two (72) hours of receipt of puppy.

Guarantee: The Seller believes strongly in providing the highest quality product and service. Therefore, if the Buyer decides within seven (7) calendar days from the date of taking possession of the pup that he/she is not a good fit for the family, then the Buyer must notify the Seller within that time frame of impending return. Seller will accept the return of the puppy in good health status. The Buyer is responsible for any shipping costs. After seven (7) calendar days has expired, Seller will be happy to take back the puppy (so it does not end up in a shelter or abandoned) but no refund will be available to the Buyer.

Refund:  If the above conditions are met, the Seller will begin the process of refunding the purchase price less $75.00 for the puppy’s re-check by the Seller’s vet to verify the puppy’s health status.  If the puppy is returned in poor health, then any additional vet charges shall be the responsibility of the Buyer and deducted from the refund.  What is not covered by this money-back guarantee is listed in detail on page 2 as these issues are quite common with Chihuahuas.  
AOS & AKC/CKC Registration Papers:  Seller guarantees registration papers.   If registration papers are not available at the time Buyer takes possession of the puppy, they will be mailed out immediately once received.

COMMON HEALTH ISSUES WITH PUREBRED CHIHUAHUAS
Adapted from Chihuahuas For Dummies, 2nd Edition
OPEN FONTANEL:  The Chihuahua's molera (a.k.a. fontanel) is considered a breed characteristic and not a defect. Most Chihuahuas (80 percent to 90 percent) have a molera — a soft spot on the top of their head similar to a human baby's soft spot. But unlike babies, most Chihuahuas don't outgrow it. Although it usually shrinks as the dog matures and ends up between nickel- and dime-sized, your Chihuahua’s molera won't be a problem as long as you're gentle when petting or handling his head.
COLLAPSING TRACHEA:  Not to be confused with reverse sneezing, this is a problem for many Toy breed dogs. The symptoms include coughing, shortness of breath, and exhaustion. Although it appears more often in dogs older than 5 years, an occasional puppy has it from birth.  Your vet can treat the condition with medication, but if you smoke, your Chi's prognosis may be poor. Secondhand smoke is a proven contributing factor to the problem . . . and smoke tends to settle low, where a little dog's nose is.

SUBLUXATION OF THE PATELLAS:  In dog lingo, subluxation of the patella is called slipped stifles or loose kneecaps. When it occurs, the kneecap (we're talking about the rear legs) slips out of its groove — sometimes often and sometimes rarely — depending on the severity of the problem. If your dog is one of the unlucky few whose kneecaps slip often, surgery may be the solution. A dog with a mild case can live a normal life, kind of like a person with a trick knee. Subluxation of the patella is a relatively common problem in small breeds and some large ones as well.

HYPOGLYCEMIA:  In layman’s terms means low blood sugar and is a common problem in young Toy breed puppies, although most of them grow out of it before they are old enough to leave the breeder. For a few, however, it's a danger throughout their lives.  Symptoms of low blood sugar are a staggering gait, glassy eyes, and sometimes either limpness or rigidity. If the dog doesn't receive immediate help, he can suffer seizures, unconsciousness, and finally, death.  Treatment involves putting some sugar in your dog's mouth, calling your veterinarian, and heading for the clinic.

Other Issues not covered under guarantee for full refund:

· Uneven bite:  not a serious health related issue;

· Ears not standing:  not a common trait, but some ears never stand;

· Size:  no one can guarantee the size of a puppy as an adult.  Looking at the parents can give a person an educated guess but no guarantee.

· Coccidiosis:  This is a parasite related to stress that can develop within a few hours or days, therefore, all puppies going to new owners should have a stool sample analyzed by the buyer’s veterinarian to make sure the puppy has not developed such a problem.   If such a problem should arise the buyer takes full responsibility to care for the puppy and will not hold the breeder accountable in any way.
